Original:

Konicka nebo obla piilba — byly nejpouzivanéj§i pfilby raného stfedovéku, c¢asto opatfené
nanosnikem. Koncem raného stfedovéku pak doplnéna o dalsi typy tézkych pifileb s maskovym
hledim (Kaloty), sméfujici k uzaviené piilbé vrcholného stfedovéku. Asi nejtypictéjsi piilbou
raného stfedovéku byla pfilba s rizné vysokym, oblym ale hlavné kénickym zvonem. Protoze
zvon této pfilby chrani pouze svrchni c¢ast hlavy, byvala ochrana obliceje casto fesena
nanosnikem. Nékdy se podobnym typum pfileb nepfesné fika téz "normanské". Samotny zvon
ptilby mohl byt konstruovan razné - z vétstho poctu mensich dila, nebo mohl byt vykovan
z jediného kusu.

Krouzkova zbroj se v dobé své nejvétsi slavy skladala z krouzkové kosile a nohavic. Krouzkova
zbroj se pouzivala u lehké péchoty a jizdy, byla odolna vuci sekim sekery (pohmozdéniny byly
samozfejmosti) a mece, ovSem vici bodnutf a zasahu $ipem byla naprosto nepouzitelna (krouzky
se roztahly a hrot projel mezi nimi). Krouzkova kosile byla zakladni ¢asti brnéni. Rané stfedovéka
krouzkova kosile z nasich zemi byla znacné dlouhd (sahala vétsinou pod kolena) a zpocatku méla
kratky rukav. Ve 12. stoleti se rukav prodlouzil a koncem 12. stoleti se jeho soucasti staly
1 palcové rukavice.

Preklad:

Conical or rounded helmets — were the most frequently used early medieval helmets that were
often furnished with a nasal. Towards the end of the Early Middle Ages, this type was
supplemented with other heavy types with mask visors (calottes) heading towards the closed
helmets of the High Middle Ages. Probably the most typical early medieval helmet was the one
with a variably high, rounded but mainly conical bell. As the bell of this helmet protected only the
top part of the head, the facial protection was often ensured by a nasal. Similar types are
sometimes incorrectly called "Norman". The helmet bell itself could be constructed in different
ways — from a larger amount of small parts or hammered out of one single piece.

In its heyday, chain armour consisted of a hauberk and trouser-legs. It was used in lightly
armoured infantry and cavalry, was resistant to axe or sword cuts (bruises were common), but
was totally useless against arrow shots (the rings gave way and the arrowhead went through).
Hauberk (chain mail) was the basic part of armour. An early medieval hauberk from our lands
was rather long (it usually reached under knees) and at its beginnings it had short sleeves. In the
12™ century the sleeves extended and at the end of the 12 century they also comprised gauntlets
with separately encased thumb.
